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More examples of our mission initiatives and tourist outreach: are given below. We are also an Anglican patron, recruiting clergy for international Anglican churches abroad and owning church buildings as bases for outreach and ministry. ICS-supported international Anglican churches and our tourist outreach touch the lives of many who have little or no awareness of the Christian gospel but are more open to consider it whilst away from home. With your support we can 
Minister to the international community in North Africa and the Mediterranean 

· Providing a permanent, full-time new minister for Holy Trinity Algiers to re-establish its ministry to the international community and pastor the 120 international students from all over Africa who worship at Holy Trinity. We need £45,000 to enable Jan to stay for five years. 
· Extending the Diocese of Egypt’s work amongst the international community and its clergy training through: Mike Parker as the senior chaplain at Cairo Cathedral (for six years); and Bill Musk as the Area Bishop of North Africa, in Algeria, Tunisia and Libya (for six years). 
· Supporting a church in Famagusta, Northern Cyprus, reaching Britons and international students. 
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· From summer 2011, ICS will be supporting the appointment of Leuven Anglican chaplaincy’s first full-time minister so that it can share the gospel amongst students and residents. Leuven is home to one of Belgium’s most prestigious universities and theology faculties: an immense opportunity to pastor and disciple many young people (£13,000 and pension contributions).
· Part-funding the ministry of the Church of England’s Representative to the EU Institutions, Dr Gary Wilton, a workplace ministry at the heart of Europe (£10,000 annually for three years).
Reach out to more tourists: our volunteer seasonal chaplains pastor and counsel tourists and hold church services on French and Italian campsites, in Ibiza and in four Swiss resorts (weekly cost from £600 to £800 depending on resorts). For the first time we are also providing a winter chaplain for Kandersteg’s International Scout Centre to show scouts and guides the love of Christ.
